Slack: World History II: Power Point Project
World War II: 150 pts
Instead of a unit test for our World War II unit you will each be completing a Power Point slide show on an assigned topic. You will then have to present your slide show to the class. We will be spending two days in the computer lab. You MUST get it completed within these two days! This means that you must work diligently and stay on task the entire time in the lab. Your grade will be based on your powerpoint, your presentation and your work in the lab! 

Requirements of your Power Point:

· 8 slides

· On your slides you must answer: 

· Who, What, Why, When, Where, How
· @ least 1 GOOD piece of information per slide
· @ least 1 graphic per slide
· Citation of all information taken from the internet

· Information must be easy to read and written with correct spelling/grammar

Instructions:

1. log in to the computer using your login and password

2. Open PowerPoint and create a new slide show

3. Immediately go to the file menu and select “save as”

4. Save the PowerPoint as Slack WW2 project topic (fill in your topic at the end) on YOUR H-Drive
5. You are now ready to begin! 

6. Go to www.google.com and search your topic

a. You may want to use google images (www.images.google.com) to find visuals

7. Each slide must have both a graphic and information

8. Remember, you HAVE to cite each piece of information or picture you get!

a. The last slide of your presentation should be a works cited slide where you cut and paste all the websites of where you found your information. 
b. The websites where you find pictures should be cut and pasted on the slide where the picture is. 

i. Google images is NOT the website where the pictures are from! 
ii. Go to the original website and cut and paste the web address. 

Tips:

· Never use animation for the sake of animation

· Never put needless clipart in your ppt. Never use a background that distracts.
· Never use anything below 24pt font

· Make sure your slides are READABLE and that they make sense!
