Strategic Reading
Hopefully over the last two exams you’ve seen the need to take notes on the reading.  For this unit’s strategic reading score, you are to do the following tasks on a separate piece of paper for each section you read.

1. Label the notes with the section number (example 6-4) and the section title “The Age of Napoleon”
2. Identify the essential question that this reading is going to help you answer by writing that entire essential question on the line below your section number and section title

3.  Write the following title (Demonstrate Comprehension)

Guidance:  Your answer will center on the ability to have a say in your government’s decisions.  You may want to give your reader context by comparing democracy to monarchy.  You may also want to qualify the difference between a pure democracy and democracies that use representatives.

EQ 3-2 Compare and contrast 19th century liberals, conservatives and socialists.

Guidance:  Make sure you connect this to the social classes in the Industrial Revolution.  Conservatives were the upper class that wanted to turn back time and return to monarchies in Europe.  The classical liberals were middle class who wanted a say in their government.  The socialists were working class radicals that often wanted to follow Marx’s call for revolution.  You may wish to use the following categories:  social class, system of government, economic system, who is allowed in the circle of power, key players, where are they now.

Guidance:  You may wish to use the following categories:  group, difficulties they faced, tactics, key players, important events.
