Conditions

· Very small5 apartments for families of 76 or more

· Often windowless7 and poorly ventilated8 

· No bathrooms9 

III.  Keeping Clean? Nope not really!
· You either washed10 in a tin bath in the home with the water being collected from a local pump or you simply did not wash.

· People would go to the bathroom11 in a courtyard between the tenements

· Night-men12 would empty the cesspits at night due to the smell, and would dump it in the river13 .

· Sewage would seep into cellar14 apartments next to the courtyards.

· On average 615 toilets served about 360 people.

· For drinking water the lucky ones had a well16, or left a bucket out to collect water.  The unlucky ones drank from the river17.
IV.  Diseases: the result of crowded and unsanitary living conditions.

· Disease accounted for many deaths in industrial cities during the Industrial Revolution. Why did they have them?

· 15,00021 people died in London in the 1848-49 outbreak 

· Caused by sewage22   in the drinking water

· Each week an estimated 600023 cubic yards of filth was swept into the River Thames – London’s main source of water

· Small Pox

· Overcrowded tenements24 of the cities were a perfect breeding ground for smallpox.

· Killed thousands

· Tuberculosis (TB)

· TB affected those who had been poorly fed25
· TB can be spread by a person breathing26 in the exhaled sputum of someone who already has the disease.

· It is believed that TB killed one-third27 of all those who died in Britain between 1800 and 1850.
