Revolutions that Failed



The only thing Russians got out of those three revolts was the ending of Feudalism41 in 1861!  The rest of Europe had that 15042 years earlier.   By 1914 Russia was still run by a czar with absolute43 power ruling unhappy peasants that were ready for revolt44.
Revolt #1 - Decembrist Revolt

Revolt #3 - Bloody Sunday


Russians lost the Russo-Japanese War14 of 1904-1905.  


The world was shocked15 that a European country could lose to a country from the East.  Russia is very embarrassed16 


Again, embarrassment creates calls for reform17.





Father George Gapon19 organized a march for Sunday, Jan 22 1905


Felt that Czar Nicholas II would help20 his people if the Czar knew how his people were suffering21. 


	


Parade of protesters marched to Nicholas II’s palace22


They were peaceful.  They sang hymns23, and even carried pictures24 of the Czar.


Brought him a petition25: “We have fallen into poverty, we are treated as slaves” help us


Czar feared the marchers, fled the palace and called in soldiers28


The soldiers opened fire29 on the crowd


Hundreds30 dead in the snow


Called Bloody Sunday31





Result – people get mad32 and lose33 all respect for Czar Nicholas II


Revolutions34 begin in 1905.  


Nicholas II had to announce reforms35





Agreed to let the legislative body36 meet – called the Duma37


This calmed the moderate revolutionists38 and the revolts die down





But, the first Duma met in 1906, and when Nicholas II disagreed39 with it, he dissolved40 it.
